LONDRES, 17 DE FEBRERO DE 2026 — Los Sony World Photography Awards anuncian hoy a los diez
fotdégrafos ganadores y finalistas por categorias en el concurso Abierto de 2026. En su
decimonoveno ano, el concurso Abierto reconoce las mejores imdgenes individuales tomadas
en el Ultimo ano, y celebra la fuerza de una imagen individual para despertar la curiosidad,
estimular la imaginacion y revelar una narrativa mas amplia. Los participantes compartieron
sus imagenes mads impactantes de 2025, y los ganadores y finalistas representan una amplia
gama de fotografias: desde paisajes impactantes hasta retratos reflexivos, asi como escenas

tanto cautivadoras como divertidas de la naturaleza.

En los concursos de este ano, se presentaron mas de 430 000 im&genes procedentes de mads
de 200 paises y territorios.

El premio Open Photographer of the Year se anunciard en la ceremonia de entrega de premios
en Londres el 16 de abiril y recibird un premio en efectivo de 5000 $ (USD) asi como una gama
de equipos Sony Digital Imaging.

Siavosh Ejlali (Republica Islamica de Irén), por Esperanza perdida, un retrato cuidadosamente
compuesto, utilizando elementos escenificados y simbdlicos en una conmovedora oda a las

mMujeres iranies.

PAISAJE
J Fritz Rumpf (Estados Unidos), por Formas y patrones del desierto, un estudio de la

composicion geométrica y los colores cdlidos y vivos de las dunas de Sossusvlei en Namibia.

ESTILO DE VIDA

Vanta Coda Il (Estados Unidos), por el retrato de Charlotte y Dolly, que representa a una joven
y su vaca, descansando juntas en un granero para mantenerse frescas en el calor del verano
en Virginia Occidental, Estados Unidos.

MOVIMIENTO
Franklin Littlefield (Estados Unidos), por su fotografia con efecto de desenfoque del movimiento
tomada en un concierto punk en Providence, Rhode Island, Estados Unidos, que captura el

dinamismo del momento.

MUNDO NATURAL Y VIDA SILVESTRE
Klaus Hellmich (Alemania), por una fotografia de un zorro azul del Artico en la peninsula de

Varager, Noruega. El zorro estd atrapado en una ventisca y desafia él solo el viento y la nieve.
